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Time Capsule
Items can be used for any type of time capsule - family, children, temple, personal, school, Primary class, etc.

Some items would go better with one or the other, but you can decide that.

Suggested items to be placed in the time capsule.

You can pick and choose which ones to add or think up your own.

� A family photo

� A coin issued this year

� A sample of your handwriting

� Your last report card from school

� A tape or CD of your voice or favorite songs

� A picture of your pets

� A recipe for your favorite food.

� A list of goals you hope to have accomplished by the time your capsule is opened.

� A photo of yourself.

� A copy of your testimony.

� A letter from a family member to your future self.

� A picture of the temple you hope to marry in.

� If you'd like to go on a mission, where would it be? Include a map of that place.

� An object representing what career you'd like to have.

� A poem or story you've written, or a picture you've drawn.

� A group photo of the YW & leaders. (Make sure you label who is who).

� A list of your favorites: color, food, subject in school, song, season, etc.

� A white hanky to wipe away happy tears like when we are on the temple

� Find pictures of modest, temple worthy dresses online and print them out on cardstock

� Letters written to future children, present children, future spouse, etc

� A wedding picture from your parents or other relative

� A favorite keepsake (if you have one to spare)

� A copy of this months New Era, Ensign, Friend, or copy of the Church News

� A picture of you or your family in front of a temple.

� The color combination you want at your wedding reception

� Where you want to go on your honeymoon

� Your favorite childhood book

� Your favorite hard candy (chocolate is not recommended)
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
